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In “A/way Home” we witness how overcoming challenges empowers individuals and
highlights gender equality. In our performance, two characters show equal

determination, embodying vulnerability and resistance against societal injustices.
Our piece challenges gender norms and hierarchical structures that marginalize the

less privileged. Furthermore, we seek to empower women by illustrating their
capacity to provide both physical and emotional support for men, while also
emphasizing the importance of men embracing sensitivity and vulnerability.

Instead of only considering gender, the piece explores larger social concerns like
marginalization and economic inequality. It encourages viewers to acknowledge the

gaps between wealth and homelessness, hoping for a society where everyone is
treated with dignity, regardless of their background, race, or social class.

We question the idea that superficial values lead to happiness, suggesting instead
that they can lead to inner emptiness. Inspired by our research into society's
complexities, the story portrays issues like economic hardship, struggles, and
unemployment. We encourage viewers to see past surface appearances and

judgments, emphasizing the importance of empathy towards everyone.

The performance is inspired by diverse cultural settings, celebrating the inner
strength and resilience of every person. Drawing inspiration from urban landscapes

found in major cities worldwide, our performance is inspired by 'Lily and The
Vagabond'.

"A/way Home" urges viewers to confront difficult realities and cultivate empathy
and understanding. Our aim is to entertain, provoke thought and inspiration,

bringing the audiences to appreciate the strength and abilities of every individual,
regardless of gender or social status. With this piece we hope to create a cultural

environment where everyone feels included and treated equally.
